1. Before installation of drywall, attach the flush-mount
corner guard to the corner studs through the pre-drilled
mounting holes. 3\/
2. Install the drywall over the flush-mount corner guard
mounting flanges. Using a J-channel drywall trim to // N
finish the drywall edge is recommended. s N

1. Acclimate materials to the installation environment for

24 hours prior to installation. Maintain a temperature
controlled environment during and after installation.

2. To cut the material, use a chop saw with a fine tooth El he
aluminum cutting blade. De-burr cut edges with a file /
or flap disk.

3. To drill the material, any high-speed steel, titanium or

cobalt twist bit will work. Clamp the item securely. Use
a punch and hammer to make a dimple where the hole
is to be drilled. This will keep the drill bit from
wandering.
